The speech of presentation will be made by John Partridge, of the San Francisco
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, and Mayor McCarthy will
respond in behalf of the city. It was orignaliy intended to place the fountain near
the entrance to Golden Gate park, but as it is intended for service as well as an
artistic monument, it was decided that more animals would be benefited where
the teaming was heavier.
